Christians, too, must avoid
platitudes at times like these. We have to admit that we don’t have
all the answers and yet we keep faith as the alternative is oblivion.

Churches Together in Keswick



POSSIBLE SALE OF UNUSABLE PART OF
CHURCHYARD

For some time, the PCC has been investigating the possibility of
selling the portion of the churchyard near the Castlehead Medical
Centre which cannot be used for burials because the land is too wet.
That whole section of the churchyard was acquired by the church
some eighty years ago and has a covenant on it preventing any of it
from being sold for housing. Negotiations have been taking place
with beneficiaries for this covenant and the PCC has now been told
that they are minded to lift the covenant, subject to them receiving a
portion of any monies raised from the sale of the land.

Meanwhile, a sub-group of Churches Together in Keswick (CTIK) is
seeking suitable sites for new build affordable housing for local
people.  They have previously expressed an interest in the
churchyard site and have now been told that they may apply for
planning permission. Once the land is sold, the PCC will not be
directly involved in any of the development but the PCC understands
that CTIK would want to put ten three bedroom units on the site,
some of which would be for rent but most would be sold on a part
share basis.

There are, of course, several hurdles still to be cleared before any
sale could take place. These include obtaining planning permission
and the church gaining the necessary faculty from the diocese.
Under Church Law, any monies raised from the sale of this land
would have to be used exclusively for the maintenance of the
churchyard and, as many will know, churchyard maintenance is
currently a significant drain on the finances of our church. Finally,
before the sale of the land is authorised the PCC would need to be
satisfied that there was a genuine local need for the type of housing
being proposed and that it would be truly affordable.

This year they will again be looking for some help from members of
other churches in the Keswick area. Shortly, there will be a list
available for volunteers to ‘sign up’, for example, for ‘kitchen duties’
or serving coffees and teas.
